COURSE DESCRIPTION

English 104 introduces students to fiction, with an emphasis on analysis, interpretation and the craft of writing. It encourages exploration of the human experience through close reading.  I hope this class will also make you love fiction (f you don’t already), at least a little bit.
COURSE OUTCOMES

Students who successfully complete ENG 104 will be able to:

· Use the major elements of literary fiction (plot, character, conflict, setting, point of view, irony, symbolism) to analyze stories.

· Understand traditional methods of literary analysis (sociological, psychological, mythological, gender-based) at a basic level and apply them to form interpretations and evaluations of literary fiction.

· Articulate how reading literary fiction affects their understanding of themselves and the range of human experiences and questions that fiction explores.

COURSE OBJECTIVES
Appreciation 

· Articulate ways in which stories contribute to self-understanding

· Use stories to engage with diverse cultures, experiences and points of view

Context

· Recognize a story as a product of a particular cultural and historical moment

· Understand stories within the context of a particular tradition or convention

· See the possibility of multiple interpretations of a text

· Recognize fiction’s relationship to different art forms

Form/Structure

· Recognize the variety of stylistic choices authors make: decisions about theme, image, character, plot, setting, voice, point of view, figurative language, etc.

· Use knowledge of form to analyze text and to understand how form influences meaning
Analysis

· Evaluate a variety of interpretations of a story
