To continue the exploration of clay as a material for aesthetic possibilities and
expression. Students will continue to engage in the medium through a project
based approach that combines technical competency and conceptual elements.
The process of clay will be investigated with the introduction of slips and
underglazes as well as soda firing. Students will continue to engage in self and
group critique as well as safe studio practices.

-Demonstrate skills in self and group directed problem analysis, problem solving,
and critical / creative thinking.

What do I need to do to be successful in this class?

e Attend class.

e (Communicate regularly. Communicate with the instructor as needed, in
class or by email I check email most weekdays and occasionally on
weekends.

e When in class, focus on class. Class time is valuable. You should be
focused on class while you are in the room; if you cant focus, leave the
room. Please feel comfortable leaving the room for the bathroom or short
breaks.

e Dont distract the class. Your actions impact the class. One student's lack
of focus can distract others. If you find you have personal business to
attend to (e.g. phones calls/texting, conversations, or other class work),
take care of it outside of the classroom. I expect you to apply vourself to
vour education during class hours. You are the person who has the
greatest impact on your learning and on your grade.

e No headphones or personal devices during class. Do not be
actively engaged in your phone, tablet, or computer. Do not be listening
to headphones during class. We are here to learn from one another and
actively engage in the studio environment.






e Take notes during class demonstrations and lectures, and of assignments.
This is an important college skill developed through practice. There will
be times that you will be very glad to have your notes in class.

e Actively participate. You will NOT be successful in this class if you show
up but then ‘tune out. Students who do not participate on a regular basis
(by actively listening and engaging in discussions and activities) are
unlikely to earn a passing grade. This is especially important during your
class critiques. We will discuss this more in depth before the critique, but
you are expected to critically engage and participate with your
classmates.

e Be positive and have fun! This course is about stretching our thinking and
learning together. We will be questioning things, and growing a
knowledge base together. We will also be making cool art. Bottom line:
you ll get what you put into this class.

e Be a good class citizen. This means be open to: 1) working with others, 2)
being respectful, and 3) trying new things. It's always OK to be unsure
about how to do something; it's never OK to give up without trying.

e Be prepared to work everyday in class.

e Be accountable. You are the person who has the greatest impact on your
learning and your grade.

B. Attendance Policy
Students enrolled in credit or audit are expected to attend all class
sessions. Attendance will be taken every class. You are expected to come to
class on time and prepared to work the entire class time. Arriving late or
leaving early will be marked as a tardy. Attendance is part of your grade and
counts for 50 points overall. You will be marked down for tardy or absent days
and more than 4 absences will result in an automatic failure of the course.

Don't come to class with communicable diseases, please. Contact me if
circumstances make it necessary to miss class.

Attendance is the most important aspect of any studio course. The time you
spend in class is irreplaceable. Most every day we have some form of
demonstration, lecture, guest speaker, critique, discussion, new problem, or
finding to work out. Many of the materials or tools you will be using are for the
classroom only and NOT at home. For these reasons you are required to attend
all class sessions. Attendance does not mean simply a physical presence, it
requires your active participation and engagement during class time.






Academic Dishonesty and Plagiarism
Academic Dishonesty is any behavior on the part of a student that results in that
student's or any other students giving or receiving unauthorized assistance in
an academic exercise or receiving credit for work which is not their own. Such
