Course Description

Focuses on child-centered curriculum experiences for young children (ages 0-8 years). Students
will plan, present, evaluate and assess developmentally appropriate learning experiences.
Students will research age appropriate materials and environments which promote
language/cognitive, physical and social/emotional development. Students will explore the
perspective of the young child and collaborate in teams to present learning activities.

e Plan developmentally appropriate learning experiences to promote children’s physical,
cognitive and social/emotional development.

e Present and evaluate developmentally appropriate social-emotional, physical or
cognitive /language learning experience.

e Analyze early childhood classroom environments and teacher behaviors that facilitate
children’s development and learning.
