The research project is designed so you can do self-directed leaming about the study region. Your project
needs to be entirely researched and written by you. Here are some guidelines:

1. The research topics must be related to Asia and its' geography and approved by the instructor. Provide
the instructor a written description of your research topic by week 3.

2. Each paper must be at least 10 pages long, with one-inch margins as 10-12 sized fonts. Maps,
diagrams and pictures will not count as a page.

3. Please indicate all sources used, use a minimum of 5 sources, two must be books, no footnotes are
required. Any type of bibliography style is ok.

4. All research papers require student critical thinking and a self-reflective/opinion page.
5. Late papers may not be graded in time for final grade deadlines.

6. Submit only your work to the instructor, and sign/date all work that you submit to the instructor. Do not
submit someone else’s’ work; do not submit research that is just a print-out from a website. Please do not
plagiarize or submit other people’s work.

7. An outline of your research is due on week 6. You must submit an outline in order for the research paper
to count. Your final submission must be the same as your outline.
