What this means is
that | want you to use only the grammar and vocabulary that we are learning in class, and what you have learned
before. Using grammar that we have not learned would hurt your grade.

Send your compositions through Google docs, and don’t forget to set the settings so | can comment and edit.
Cada composicién consta de dos versiones: Borrador = first draft  Correcciones = final draft

I will write comments and corrections on your first draft. Re-write the composition making the necessary changes and
turn it in again on the assigned date. Late compositions will lose 5% of their value per day (including days when we
do not have class, since you can submit by e-mail). If you turn in a first draft after the corrections are due. it will be
considered a “one-draft only”, so your maximum grade will be 50 points (for an excellent composition).

-> TEMAS PARA LAS COMPOSICIONES

1) “Mi vida y mis relaciones personales.” In the first paragraph talk about you and your life these days. In the second
paragraph describe your family/friends/partner: ¢ Quiénes son? ¢ Cémo se llevan? ¢Cual es su estado civil? ¢ Tienen
familias tradicionales? Use a wide vocabulary from capitulo 1, and many reflexive and pronominal verbs. (Minimo
260 palabras).

2) “Tradiciones”. Imagina que un estudiante de Espafia o Latinoamérica va a quedarse en tu casa por un semestre.
Escribele un mensaje acerca de tus tradiciones favoritas. Incluye informacidn de por qué es importante para tiy de lo
que haces. Después dale consejos al estudiante sobre lo que debe hacer antes de venir a EE. UU. y durante su visita.
Usa mandatos y el subjuntivo. Finalmente, investiga una tradicidn del pais del estudiante (elige uno) y hazle al menos
cinco preguntas sobre esa tradicién. (310 palabras minimo).
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3) “Mi dieta y sus implicaciones” First paragraph: Describe your diet in general: ¢ Qué comes y por qué? {Qué te
preocupa? {Qué puedes o quieres cambiar? 2) Discuss the way people eat in the U.S. in general. What are the
implications and challenges? Do people eat better in other countries? How so? 3) Give your opinion about how to
help people to have a better and sustainable diet, respecting the planet resources? (por ejemplo, consumir mds o
menos carne, no comprar algun producto, etc.). Usa el vocabulario del capitulo y el subjuntivo con expresiones de
duda y de emocidn para expresar tus opiniones. (330 palabras minimo).

Criterio para evaluar composiciones

Utiliza el vocabulario y la gramatica que aprendemos en clase.

Tiene un excelente contenido, es ldgica, esta bien organizada y fluye con naturalidad

Cumple con todos los requisitos sefialados en la descripcidn de esa composicion

Tiene por lo menos el minimo de palabras requerido, esta escrita a maquina y fue entregada a tiempo

ANENENEN

Consejos para escribir composiciones:

o Escribe tu composicion directamente en espafol (después de hacer un mapa organizando el contenido)

o Usa un mdximo de 10 palabras nuevas (as you write, if you need to look up a word, write it in English first, in
parentheses, within your Spanish sentence, and look them all up at the end). Remember: One of the
objectives of the class is to use what we learn. Using grammar that we have not learned hurts your grade.

o NEVER use electronic tools to translate full sentences. It constitutes cheating.

o After writing your composition, proof read it and make sure that it flows.

-> You may miss up to two classes without this affecting your participation grade but remember to catch up and
study on your own all the material covered (there will be recordings available to help you).
