Notes for the instructor
1. Students are partnered for safety, so they can double-check one another
2. The lab requires access to a 3-phase, fused disconnect to take voltage measurements. As the instructor, I stand near the disconnect with a fiberglass rescue body hook. Students are required to wear (at a minimum): long pants, long sleeves (cotton), leather gloves, safety glasses, and a hardhat with face shield.
3. Have a mixture of good and bad (blown) fuses for the lab. I put 5 fuses on the lab, but it’s a quick exercise, if you want to include as many as 10.
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
