Students sponsored by one of  the specia l  
programs or  at tending under a grant  or  scholarship must  p ick up an author izat ion at  the 
F inancia l  Aids Of f ice PRIOR TO R EGISTERING. There is  a Deferred Payment p lan avai lab le 
to fu l l - t ime students (12 or  more credi t  hours)  which a l lows them to pay 1/3 of  thei r  
tu i t ion at  the t ime of  regist rat ion and the balance by the end of  the f i f th  week o f  
c lasses.  However,  appl icat ion for  a Deferred Payment must  be made a t  the Financ ia l  Aids 
0 f f i c e  'pRIOR TO R EGISTERING, and a Deferred Payment Agreement presented at  the t ime of  
regis t rat i  on.

Dur ing th is  
per iod the Col lege is  making adjustments in  the c lass regis t rat ions and other  students 
are wai t ing to enrol l .  

PASS/NO PASS OPTION 

Certa in courses l is ted in the schedule have an "OPT" designat ion in  the PNP co lumn, in­
dicat ing that  each student  in  that  c lass.has the opt ion of  tak ing the course for  the 
usual  A, B,  C, D or F grade or  tak ing i t  on a pass/no pass basis .  On th ese courses 
only ,  the student  may reguest  a P/NP Opt ion Form f rom the ins tructor  any t ime dur ing the 
quar ter  up to  the last  day of  regular  c lasses before f inals week.  Once the P/NP has 
been e lected,  the student  may not  change back to  regular  grading wi thout  the permiss ion 
o f  the instructor .  I f  uncerta in about  request ing the P/NP, the student  should wai t  
unt i l  the last  day to  make a decis ion.  

Courses l is ted in the schedule wi th "PNP" in  that  column are those where o nly pass or  no 
pass grades are issued.  

Students should check page 7 of  the LBCC c ata log for  more in format ion regarding the 
pass/no pass opt ion.  

ADDS AND DROPS 

To add a c lass af ter  the in i t ia l  regist rat ion has been completed,  an Add s l ip  must  be 
presented at  the Regist ra t ion counter  and any addi t ional  tu i t ion paid.  Students carry­
ing a to ta l  of  8 or  more credi t  hours may add c lasses through the f i rs t  week on a space 
avai lable basis.  Students carry ing a tota l  of  7 or  less credi t  hours may add c lasses 
dur ing the f i rs t  two weeks on a space-avai lable basis .  However,  added c lasses dur ino 
the second week require wr i t ten permission of  the instructor .  

To o f f ic ia l ly  drop a c lass requires presentat ion of  a Drop s l ip  at  the 
counter .  Students who wi thdraw wi thout  g iv ing wr i t ten not ice to the Req.st°^ '^® 
w i l l  f o r f e i t  a l l  c l a i m s  t o  r e f u n d  o f  t u i t i o n  a n d  w i l l  r e m a i n  r e s p o n s i b l e  f o r  t h e i r  g r a d e  
in  the c lass.  
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REFUNDS 

In order to be eligible for tuition refund, a credit student must submit to the Regis­
tration Office a properly completed drop slip within the first five weeks of the term. 
Students carrying 8 or more credit hours must have counselor approval of their drop 
slips. Withdrawals after the fifth week will receive no refund. 

A student carrying 8 or more credit hours and officially withdrawing from school by the 
e n d  o f  t h e  f i f t h  w ee k  w i i I  r e c e i v e  a  f u l l  r e f u n d  o f  t u i t i o n  l e s s  $ 1 5 .  A  s t u d e n t  w i t h  7  
or fewer credit hours wiI I receive a fulI refund less $5. 

Students officially reducing their credit load to a lower tuition level during the first 
five weeks of the term will receive a refund of the difference in tuition amounts, to 
the $15 minimum charge. 

Classes cancelled by the college entitle the student to a full refund upon reguest or to 
re_enrolIment in another class. It is the student's responsibility to notify the Ren-
istration Office if he wishes to enroll in another class or to request a refund. 

INSURANCE 

Hospitalization and accident insurance is available to all students, full- or part-time, 
a t  t he  t i m e  o f  r e g i s t r a t i o n .  B r o c h u r e s  g i v i n g  d e t a i l s  o f  t h i s  c o v e r a g e  a r e  a v a i l a b l e  i n  
the Registration Office, and premium must be paid at time of reqistration. This insur­
ance provides bread coverage at a minimum cost. It is optional for the student and is 
not to be confused with Liability or other insurance required of students in some of the 
vocational programs. 

JOB PLACEMENT 

Part-time and career job placement assistance is availaDle to students of LBCC. Stu­
d e n t s  n e e d i n g  w o r k  s h o u l d  c o n t a c t  t h e  Pl a c e m e n t  O f f i c e r  i n  t h e  F i n a n c i a l  A i d s  O f f i c e .  

LEARNING RESOURCE CENTER 

The Learning Resource Center is a multi-purpose facility meeting the Instructional needs 
o f  f a c u l t y  a n d  t h e  l e a r n i n g  n e e d s  o f  s t u d e n t s  a t  L BC C .  T h e  L R C  i n c l u d e s  t h e  c o l l e o e  

• library which has approximately 20,000 volumes, and is headauarters for campus Media 
Services which encompasses films, filmstrips, audio-tape procrammina, television and 

t other forms of educational media. A reading lab is operated as a portion of the LRC, 
w h i l e  t h e  ma t h e m a t i c s  i a b  i s  h o u s e d  i n  A - 1 0 .  T h e  g r a p h i c s  d e p a r t m e n t  o f  t h e  L R C  o f f e r s  
printing, photography, and art design services to the campus. The staff of the LRC are 
responsible for assisting the students of LBCC in locating and utilizing materials to 
use in their educational programs. 

GOLDEN AGE CLUB 

Senior citizens (65 years and older) may wish to acquire an LBCC G olden Age Card. The 
b e a r e r  o f  t h e  c a r d  i s  g r a n t e d  t u i t i o n  a n d  f e e  w a i v e r s  t o  m o s t  c o l l e g e  c l a s s e s  a n d  a l l  
c o l l e g e  a c t i v i t i e s .  T h e  c a r d s  a r e  a v a i l a b l e  i n  t h e  R e g i s t r a t i o n  O f f i c e .
