Instructor Notes
1. For part 1, I have several coils the students are required to test. There’s always at least one bad one they have to find.
2. Part 2 is much the same. There’s always at least one or two bad parts to find. If bad parts can’t be found, cut one of the legs off the coil of the relay and attach it to a base, to see if students can find the problem.
3. [bookmark: _GoBack]Ditto for part 3. Students test several transformers, but there’s always at least one bad one for students to locate.
